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Pursuant to Section 10 (2) and (3) and Section 16 (4), of the Promotion of Trade and Industry Act, cf. Consolidated Act No. 1088 of 29 November 2000, and further to Statutory Order issued by the Danish Agency for Development of Trade and Industry on Accre​dita​tion of Laboratories for Testing, etc. and for GLP Inspection, it is hereby provided:

Part 1

Delimitation and objective

Section 1. This Technical Regulation shall apply to laboratories accredited by DANAK.

Section 2. This Regulation specifies the calibration certificates that are approved by DANAK as documentation for traceability, cf. DS/EN ISO/IEC 17025, Part 5.6, concerning the traceability of measurements.

Part 2

Definitions
Section 3.  A calibration certificate is a document which records the result of a calibration.

Section 4. A calibration is the set of operations (procedures) which, under specified conditions, establish the relationship between values indicated on a measuring instrument or system, or materialised measurements, and the corresponding known values of the measurand (DS 2344: Metrology. Terminology - basic and general terms).

Calibration certificates approved by DANAK

Section 5.-(1) The following calibration certificates are recognised by DANAK as documentation for trace​ability:

Accredited calibration certificates issued by laboratories accredited by DANAK.

Accredited calibration certificates issued by laboratories accredited by accreditation bodies comprised by the European Co-operation for Accreditation’s (EA) multilateral agreement on mutual recognition of calibration certi​ficates (MLA for Calibration),  A list of these can be found on EA’s website www.european-accreditation.org and in the document EA-1/08-EA Multilateral Agreement Signatories.

Accredited calibration certificates issued by laboratories accredited by accreditation bodies comprised by ILAC’s multilateral agreement between regions (EA, APLAC, etc.) on mutual recognition of calibration certificates (MRA for Calibration). A list of these can be found on ILAC’s website www.ilac.org.

Calibration certificates issued by foreign primary laboratories and national reference labora​tories of the countries that are members of the EA’s MLA or ILAC’s MRA for calibration.

  (2) Calibration certificates not comprised by the above categories shall be submitted to DANAK for a decision concerning recognition.
